Re:   Notes Prior to Season 2007/08

1.  Please provide a second Email address to make it easier for Mick White in sending out fixtures.  Experience has shown that with only one Email address there can be problems,  particularly if that one person  is away on holiday or sick and away  from work when it is a company address. Please send  info by Email to Nikos or by post to me by 9th July so I can include it in the handbook.

2.    Berks & Bucks F.A have confirmed that there is NO requirement to have new photos for the player registration forms.  New clubs and new players for existing clubs will need them.  It is left to the discretion of Club Secretaries but clearly if there has been a significant change in the appearance of a player, i.e. long hair, short hair, beard or moustache it is advisable to get new photos.  I have plenty of blank forms.

3.    Registration Forms for existing players must be signed by the player and dated  on the reverse side. All forms wether old or new must be  submitted to Vernon Bradshaw by 10.30am on 14th August for players to be eligible for your clubs first match, whenever that is.  You can bring them to the August meeting.

4.    Over half of clubs have still not submitted their Sportsmanship marks.  They should have been into me by 30th June.  Please do so  immediately as we need to order trophies and plates. Those failing to submit them by 9th July will be fined £5 as per Rule 5H.

5.    The awards for Division Winners, Runners Up,  Goalscorers and Sportsmanship  will be presented at the August meeting.  We have tried a Presentation Night in the past but the last one at Blue Mountains was not well supported,  with some clubs disappearing immediately after they got their trophies.   Sixteen trophies will be awarded per team.  If you require more and you have not notified Keith Thomas you need to contact him urgently.  There is a charge for additional trophies.

6.   On Friday 29th June, Wokingham District Council informed me that six clubs have failed to submit their pitch forms to Wokingham D.C. by 15th June.  At the AGM on 8th June  all clubs using Wokingham D.C. pitches were told to get them in by that date.  Any club not in attendance received a written instruction.  The offending clubs are:   3M,  Hope & Anchor,  Plough Rangers,  Queenshead,  Wokingham Utd and Wokingham Wand.  These clubs will be fined a minimum of £5 under rule 5H for failing to obey an instruction.  The fine could be more if the Committee decide that the clubs have acted irresponsibly. A terse letter has been sent by me to each of these clubs.

7.    A copy of the club directory and pitch allocations has been sent to the following Councils:  Ascot & Sunninghill Parish Council for Victory Field,  Bracknell Town Council for all Bracknell pitches,  Winkfield Parish Council for Locks Ride,  Wokingham District Council for all Wokingham pitches except Langborough Rec and Wokingham Town Council for Langborough.  The Councils should  get in touch with you to confirm your pitch allocation.  If they have not done so I suggest you chase them.

8.    We have had no response from Royal Hunt to correspondence or telephone calls, so we took a decision to get rid of them.  Totally unacceptable behaviour.

9.    Ten clubs have failed to advise me of their Berks & Bucks F.A. affiliation number.  I need it to be able to complete a form to send in to County.  The offending clubs are:  Ashridge Park,  Barn Rangers,  Bracknell Badgers,  FC Diligent,  New Royal Saints,  Plough Rangers,  Red Star,  Winkfield Sports,  Wokingham Wand and Woodley Hammers.  The number begins with EJD,  but you will only get it when you have paid the bill.    Please give me a call with the number when you have it.

10    The following clubs still have outstanding fines from last season 2006/07:  Real Oak £56,  Wokingham Wand £83. These fines must be paid up by 14th August, otherwise registration forms will not be dealt with,  the first game will be forfeited and club will be fined.

11.  Three other clubs withdrew from the League with outstanding debts.  Their  former players are suspended and cannot register with another club unless they pay their share of debt as follows:   AFC Nam  £223 at £10 per player,  Crown Royals £200 at £9 per player and Royal Hunt £230.50 at £10 per player.

12.   The following clubs still owe the League for their affiliation fees:  New Royal Saints (were Royals) £35 and Leaders.co.uk (were Real Oak) £88.   Failure to pay up by 14th August will mean their registration forms will not be dealt with, the first game will be forfeited and club will be fined.

13.   I still have 24 Factfiles for sale at £7 each and about 70 Mitre footballs at £12 each.  If you want any give me a call.  I will bring them to the August meeting.  You can always drop by and collect them from my home address, just give me a call so that I can prepare the invoice. Payment can be by cheque or cash.

14.     I have had 150 result pads printed, more than enough for two seasons.    They will be distributed at the August meeting along with the new handbooks and rulebooks.  

15.    I will submit  draft detail for the 2007/08 handbook and rulebook to the printer on Friday 20th July  to give them plenty of time.  If you have any amendments or additions please let me know by that date.

16.    It looks as though Woodley Royals will be another new club in the fourth division, mainly 18 to 20 year olds, playing at Bulmershe.   We have also had an enquiry from Crowthorne who are in the Camberley League and play at the Morgan Rec in Crowthorne.  They are keen to join us at Division One level.  It makes sense to take these teams in to keep the numbers up particularly if they have a ground..

17.   Every club has to submit a copy of their accounts to Berks & Bucks F.A. by 1st August. Just a simple statement detailing income and expenditure for last season under various headings is required.  Failure to submit your accounts could result in a County fine.  Do not send them to me, send them in direct.

18.   I have yet to make arrangements for the Goals Trophy match  between  Bagshot Rd (112 goals) and FC Priestwood (107 goals),  or First Aid Courses.  I will contact the clubs when details are known.

19.   The next league meeting is on Friday 10th August at Bracknell Town F.C., Larges Lane, commencing at 8.00pm.  Non attendance will result in a £40 fine, so make sure somebody comes to collect result pads, handbooks and rulebooks. First Sunday of new 2007/08  season is Sunday 9th September.
