William Twigg versus Wycombe Town

William Twigg got the match underway, the early posession saw challenges tha t were well contested by both teams, first free kick to Wycombe and first corner to Twigg, both came to nothing.

With the need to not conceded ground both sides gave away needless freekicks though the final ball was lacking and it was easy to play out which would then put the attacking side on the backfoot.

Wycombe were exploiting Twiggs right back as the occasion seemed to causing errors, a slip put in Wycombe but the centre backs were quick to clear up.

 The first piece of individual brilliance came from a freekick, Wycome gave it away on the edge of their box just to the right, Danny Olliphant was wide of the mark earlier but this time it was inch perfect, up and over the wall and straight in to put the Twigg a goal up on twenty minutes.

Wycombe lifted themselves and subsequent forays looked good but produced little. 

The first contentious issue for the ref was in midfield, a 50 – 50 ball resulted in the twigg player, S. Nebbitt getting booked for squareing up to Wycombe player.

After half an hours play Twigg were able to keep Wycombe to longer balls but these were over hit and offside.

One good ball saw the Twigg defender clatter into the Wycombe forward and a good shot for a penalty was waved away by the ref.

Bouyed by this Wycombes best chance went begging when good work down the left by S. Webb ended with a great ball across the Twiggs box, a deft step over went begging for a tap in as no one was there for Wycombe.

With the half coming to a closeanother challenge By Nebbitt was dealt with leniently by the ref and  a talking to was all that was given but the card was soon out as Scott Williams was booked for kicking the ball away.

The first half ended 1 – 0 to Twigg, few real chances by either side as defences dominated.

Wycombe kicked off the second half and were busy from the off, a few exchanges and then the Wycombe supporters were cheering as a Twigg front man was finally given offside.

The first change came with just twelve minutes of the half gone, Paul Denman swopped Scotty Williams for the experience of Mark Tallentire. This was followed soon after when Gary Sergeant came off for Micky Havermans.

A game altering moment came when S. Nebbitt was sent off for a second yellow, Wycombe could now look to make use of the extra man. The resulting free kick was well hit but into the wall and then back in but blocked bravely by J. Roake.

The pressure was all Wycombe and Twigg were resolute in defence breaking out with ball to feet, from a break D. MaCarthy lobbed in a ball to J. Docherty who chested it down and just as he went to hit it th Wycombe defender toe poked it away, quality.

As the half progressed the frustrating thing for Wycombe was the final ball, it was lacking, great controlled play from the back and into mid-field but that last telling ball was missing and as they tried harder it went further astray.

A second penalty claim by Wycombe was waved away by the ref which from where I was sitting looked stone wall, heated exchanges left a Wycombe player with a yellow card.

On forty minutes the last sub by Twigg was used, D. MacCarthy came off for P. Smith as Twigg looked to defend their slender lead.

The change though allowed J. Havermans into midfield and the tempo of Twigg went up a gear, to be honest it was as if Twigg still had eleven on the pitch.

There was almost five minutes of injury time and it was in this that Wycombe had a great chance saved off the line by P. Smith, the clock ran down for William Twigg to win their first Berks & Bucks final.

Credit goes to Wycome for good play throughout the game and on another day they would have got some joy from it.

Man of the match for the Twigg was J. Roake, flawless performance.
