Bracknell Town & District Sunday Football League Match Reports – 23/9/07

Premier Division:

Bagshot Road FC played host to current premiership champions William Twigg Albion this week and the game lived up to expectation. Both teams started the game well and free flowing football was on the agenda from the off. Twenty minutes into the match, Twigg were pushed deep into their own half by the Bagshot offence whom piled pressure on the back line. Colin Hutchins took hold of the ball after neat play from Danny Jones and struck it low and hard from 20 yards to see the ball sail into the bottom right hand corner of the net for the lead. After a bit of end to end play, Gazza Campbell of Bagshot took the ball on a run down the right wing, beat the Twigg keeper in a one on one near the edge of the box but was pushed out wide towards the corner where he drilled a pin point cross for Brian Murphy to smash home for a 2-0 lead on the volley. This is how it stayed until the half. William Twigg came out battling in the 2nd half and were rewarded for a good spell of play leading to a well taken goal from Darren Knapp. Bagshot soon regained a 2 goal advantage as Colin Hutchins scored his second of the game, this time direct from a free kick 25 yards from goal leaving the keeper no chance of saving. William Twigg scored themselves not long after, again from a long range free kick. Danny Oliphant stepped up to curl the ball from 30 yards into the top left corner of the net leaving Bagshot’s keeper standing. At 3-2 Bagshot had a throw in, upon which Paul Stocks hurled straight towards the Twigg goal, nobody got a touch apart from a fumbling hand from the keeper whom knocked it into his own net to make the score 4-2. Twigg didn’t give up however as they managed to score again through Richard Ashbolt, and kept piling pressure upon the Bagshot back line. Unable to break down the defence for an equaliser it was Bagshot who turned out triumphant with a 4-3 win. High spirited Bracknell Manics started strong against opposition Athletico Priestwood and went in at half time with a strong 3-1 lead as Harry Clowse, Gav Baker and Ben Westwood netted for Manics in a challenging 1st half. Early in the 2nd half and Manics were forced into making 3 early changes due to injury, the worst of which a suspected broken jaw leading to a hospital visit. Unsettled by this change around, Priestwood started to fight back and were rewarded with all 3 points at the final whistle thanks to goals from Callum Whitty, Lee Teedman and a brace from Mike Gooch, final score 4-3 to Priestwood. Bracknell Royals are feeling the full force of the premiership with their 3rd successive defeat, this time at the hands of Wokingham United. Piling on the pressure, it was United whom strolled ahead as no less than 8 goals were bagged to only 3 replies with United even feeling the need to miss a penalty as well. Steve Selby, Pat Selby, Patrick Thorne, Darren Thorne and Andy Chinnock were among the scorers for Wokingham in this 8-3 victory. FC Wokingham and Hope & Anchor met for the 1st time since the Junior Cup final of last season and were looking to challenge this time for 3 points on the board. It was Hope whom took first blood as Vinnie Bonds netted early in the 1st half. Coming back to haunt the opposition was ex Hope player Sean King whom drew the scores level as he rifled in a left foot volley for his new club FC Wokingham to level the score. Hope took the lead again as Vinnie Bonds again netted from close range to put the challenge to Wokingham. It wasn’t long before honours were even though as Kylo Atkinson levelled the scoring at 2-2. Sean King then bagged his 2nd of the match as he lobbed the Hope keeper for the lead just before the half time whistle. A bit disheartened going in to the break a goal down, Hope lost their shape in the 2nd half and were punished as Kylo completed his hat trick by scoring twice more, the first of which a 40 yard free kick, and the second and 15 yard volley from a neat cross from the right which struck the underside of the crossbar and then hit the net. A well deserved victory for FC Wokingham as a 5-2 score line was reported. Green Man continue the fine form that has seen them win 2 and draw 1 from 3 during this start to the season. Todays unlucky opponents were Finchampstead Athletic Sunday whom eventually lost the tie 6-1. In a strong but competitive game Green Man took a 4-0 lead into the half, and there was no let up in the 2nd half either as a further 2 goals were added to the total, goalscorers for Green Man were Scot Williams (4) and Paul Danes (2). Finch did manage to get a consolation through Lee Thompson, but only after Mark Adams from Green Man saw red and was sent from the field of play.

First Division:

Barn Rangers FC faced AFC Dukes today and all in all the game turned a bit scrappy. Always on the back foot it was Dukes whom had the work to do as they fought back time after time, unfortunately conceding the first to a goalkeeping error from Andy Morrisey. Fight back they did though as a draw was deemed to be the fairest result and the game ended 3-3. Scott Riddlesworth , Andy Keough and Sam Yartel all netting for AFC Dukes. Finchampstead Athletic Sunday Res made it 2 wins from 2 against the much fancied Crowthorne Royals as they won the game 4-2. Twice taking the lead, Crowthorne’s clinical finishes from Dale Clark put Finch on the back foot or a while, however, with the extra fitness Finch came back strong and fought hard with goals from Harry Swavey (2), Greg Alexander and Luke Axton-Hall. If not for crowthorne’s man of the match and goal keeper Lee Johnson, the score could have been double figures. Table Toppers Emmbrook Inn played Winkfield and were faced with a hard fought game. Goals from Luke Lee and Ed Carpenter made it 1-1 at half time as it was anybody’s match, but Emmbrook took the advantage netting through Chris Haiter’s 25 yard strike to put the score at 2-1 early in the 2nd. Nearing the end of the match Lewis Wright scored for Winkfield to square up the score at 2-2, only for Luke Thorn to break free on 90 minutes and bag a winner for Winkfield as the final score ended 3-2. The game could have had a much larger score line if not for Emmbrook goalkeeper Andrew Webb whose highlight of the day was saving a penalty. FC Priestwood stormed into their match with Sunninghill Athletic and the pressure did not let up as 6 goals were scored without reply thanks to strikes from Pasquale Ruocco (2), Ryan Webb (2), Darren Cooper, and Steve Richardson. Sunninghill were struck down with some key player injuries, but could not contest the match today as Priestwood were too strong to handle. Although Wroxton started their match today with 10 men against Wokingham Wanderers they were not over run as strong defensive play held up for most of the match. Wanderers were not to be out done by the 10 men though as they took a 2-0 lead through Tom Soane as he netted twice. Wroxton did manage to pull 1 back by the half as Shane Westell scored from close range. Early into the 2nd half and the fewer men managed to level the score as Paul Cooper netted on 55mins for Wroxton. Further injuries to the Wroxton team left only a small amount of time before Wanderers gained vontrol again, this time a sweet volley from Paul Martin finding its way into the net. Not finished yet, Anthony Priors diving header was the final nail in the coffin as Wokingham Wanderers finished the game strong winning 4-2. 

Second Division:

An outstanding performance from Rides United put a below par Ashridge Park in the shade. Having conceded two late goals in the first half, Ashridge went in at the break three down and never recovered, leaking a further three goals in the second half as Rides were too strong for the visitors. Scoring for Rides were Kelvin Ratcliffe, Ashley Partridge, Rob Jackson (2) and Paul Digby (2). BMW didn’t get out of the starting blocks today as they looked a different team to that of the past 2 weeks. Opponents Bracknell Manics Res took full advantage of this and piled on the misery as they won the fixture 4-2. Aaron Goddard, Kalin Krumov, Kirk Hodges and Jason Worthy all netted for Manics as Matt Ayres and Paul Sharman replied for BMW. Prince FC’s Bernie Mcdonagh was star man today as his 2 goals helped to stun opponents Royal Oak Wanderers as they cruised to a 2-0 victory. This defeat leaving Royal Oak asking questions about what to do next with regards to tactics for their next fixture. Two games in the division were tied at 0-0, the first of which was Queens Head against 3M FC. Queens Head could have had this game under wraps had the penalty awarded to them not have struck the bar, and also had the 3M keeper Gary Atkins not been on top of his game to save a close range effort right at the death. The second game to end goal less was Winkfield Sports against Woodley Hammers, both teams having scored buckets of goals in the prior week, however neither could find a break through and fought for a well earned draw.
Third Division:

Dukes Head could be forgiven for thinking that playing against 9 men would be a walkover, and it was this situation they were faced with against opponents Squirells today. With the score changing rapidly it was nearing the end of the match before a decider could be dealt as Dukes Head took the game and the points scraping a 4-3 victory against the depleted Squirells. Scott Taylor netted for Squirells, whilst Mark Simms and Gary Porter both bagged braces for Dukes. FC Goss & Son take home all 3 points for the first time this season as they out battled opponents Syngenta. Syngenta started the brighter of the teams and were rewarded with goal on 15 mins thanks to an Ian Zelaya goal following decent play down the right hand side of the park. With half an hour played FC Goss equalised as Daniel Lancaster found the net for the home team. Staying this way until the 75th minute, FC Goss & Son substitute Stuart Jendon was played into a one on one with the Syngenta keeper, which he duly took on and slotted the ball in the left hand corner. Unfortunately the keeper was injured during this attack and had to leave the field after much treatment on the pitch. Making things worse for the visitors, in form striker James Forrest drilled home after a neat through ball from Luke Lepere to take the final score to 3-1 to FC Goss & Son. Starting well, FC Muchachos were soon under the cosh as opponents Finchampstead Athletic Sunday B were over physical in this match. Having conceded a penalty already which Lee Partridge converted, it was a free kick decision which sent tempers soaring and eventually ended in a Muchachos player being sent form the park. Richard Peak did manage a goal for Muchachos, however the further 3 strikes from Shaun Dellar, Worm and Mark Smith were enough to see the final score end at 4-1 to Finch. Controversially, a decision was taken to overrule Danny Russells goal for Muchachos as when the ball hit the back of the net the linesman flagged for offside. Unfortunately you win some you lose some. Leaders.co.uk took their match by storm as there was no let up for opponents New Royals Saints during this 6-0 victory. Nathan McNicholl (4), Nick Bright and Matthew Harrington netted for the home team, but more would have been scored had it not have been for the efforts of the Saints centre backs in the second half. Sandhurst Social made a bright start today and opened the scoring in the first five minutes when Graham Taylor put a low cross into the box only for Woodley Hammers Res defender Jamie Brown to turn the ball into his own net. Sandhurst put the pressure on and Graham Taylor scored again after a neat through ball from Adam Gillett. Second half Sandhurst weren't as quick out of the blocks and some good defending kept it at 2-0. Matt Gillett made it 3-0 when he put it round the keeper after another Adam Gillett pass. Woodley then scored two goals, both being headers from Charlie Gale, after a couple of keeping errors, but Connor Wilson relieved the pressure when he slid it under the keeper late on to take the points for Sandhurst 4-2. 


Fourth Division:

Bracknell Manics A were faced with a hearty challenge having a man sent off within the first 15 minutes of their match against Cable & Wireless. This obviously a blow, Manics never got out of the blocks and Cable dominated the entire match, eventually winning the game 8-0. Keith Halifax (4), Michael Derby, Chris Knapp, Andrew Dobson and Ally Pinch all got on the score sheet for Cable today. Although hosts FC Hanworth were missing some key players today it didn’t take FC Fernhill long to grab the game by the scruff of the neck and control the play. After what seemed to be a very one sided match, FC Fernhill finished up with an 8-2 victory, 5 goals of which coming in the 2nd half. Matthew Lindstrom, Jamie Ludbrook, Daniel Willis, Jamie Osbourne, Sam Whiting and Craig Masey all scored for Fernhill today whilst Paul Huggins and Tom Williams managed to get a couple for FC Hanworth. Red Star got to winning ways against visitors Bracknell Badgers today as the score line ended 4-1 to Red Star. Mike Bell notched the only goal for the Badgers, but Igor Romanko (2), Ben Gregor and  Stefan Stojakov netted for Red Star as the home team took all 3 points to the table. Victoria Arms could deem themselves lucky against opponents Axfield in their match today as Peter Baggin and Justin Hall soon had Axfield in a prominent 2-0 lead. It wasn’t until the final 10 minutes that Victoria got under way and scored 2 goals within a minute to stun Axfield and pegged them back to a 2-2 draw. Simon Gough managed to scrape a point for Victoria with both goals at the death. In an uneventful but hard fought match neither Winkfield Res or Plough Rangers got on the score sheet as the game ended 0-0.
