Premier Division:

Athletico Priestwood bounce back after last weeks defeat to teach Bracknell Royals a thing or two about scoring. Priestwood were on fine form as they smashed 8 goals past a dejected Royals with only 1 in reply. Scoring for Priestwood were Shane Levey (6) and debutant Mark James (2). Green Man Sunday made hard work of their match today as Hope & Anchor took the fight to them and salvaged a point in the dying seconds of the match. Playing with the bare 11 and carrying an injured player, Green Man took the game to Hope and smashed two early goals through Scott Williams. Hope did manage a goal themselves before the break, this coming from Vinnie Bond to take a score of 2-1 to half time. In the second half, Green Man came out firing on all cylinders and scored a further 2 goals through Mark Adams and Danny Russell to take a 4-1 advantage into the last 10 minutes of the match.
