Berks & Bucks County Cup Match Reports – 04/11/07

Premier Division:

Bracknell Manics put on a fine performance today to outplay opponents FC Wokingham and go home with the much needed points. After conceding the lead early on through an Adam Porter strike, Manics took the game to Wokingham and were rewarded with some outstanding efforts on goal. Gareth Jones (2), Chris Hollis (2), Kalin Krumov, Kirk Hedges and Harry Clowse all netted for Manics in this 7-2 victory although it was FC Wokingham’s Kylo Atkinson whom stole the show with a 30 yard free kick sailing into the top corner. Hope & Anchor fell foul of the Bracknell Royals backlash as royals took their first points of the season in a superb 8-3 win. Having been totally outplayed, Dave Minor, Toby Carvery and a Royals own goal made up the tally for Hope.

Division 1:

AFC Dukes were cursed with bad luck against opponents Sunninghill Athletic as their 10 men played without a referee and crumbled at the back, giving the visitors a 10-0 win. Danny Teeder (5), Tony May (2), Adam Knibbs (2) and Carl Pynes netted for Athletic. Crowthorne Sunday took the points in this top of the table clash against Emmbrook Inn. Having taken a 2-0 lead through Tom Wilson and Paul Graham, Emmbrook changed formation and started to fight back soon being rewarded when Chris Hayter hit the back of the net to pull the score to 2-1. Digging deep, Emmbrook pushed forward but were caught off guard as Dale Clark sealed the Crowthorne victory in the final minutes of the match to make the final score 3-1. FC Priestwood dominated from start to finish as they put 6 past Wroxton with no reply. Martin Clarke (2), Pasqualle Ruocco (2), Gareth Brant and Ben Brown all scoring for Priestwood. County Cup – Intermediate Cup 2nd Round

Finchampstead Athletic Sunday made hard work of their match against hosts Woodley Saints as they were trailing 2-1 going into the final few minutes of the match.
