Berks & Bucks County Cup Match Reports – 11/11/07

Premier Division:

Athletico Priestwood and Bracknell Manics put on a fine display with open football allowing both teams opportunities on goal. Green Man made short work of Bracknell Royals as they overpowered the visitors 7-1. Green Man took the lead in the 1st half only for Royals to respond just after the break to tie up the game. This wake up call got Green Man into action and they fired a further 6 goals without reply in a dominant last 20 minute display. Bracknell League Junior Cup 1st Round
