Match Reports – 10/02/08

Premier Division:

Green Man returned to league action this week after a good cup run and were playing host to FC Wokingham. After an entertaining 1st half, neither team could dominate as the sides went into the break even with no goals scored. Into the 2nd half and Green Man stepped up their game to over run the FC Wokingham back line and score twice with no reply through James Rodgers to give the home side all 3 points. Finchampstead Athletic Sunday led for the majority of their match against Wokingham United but could not hold the lead as Wokingham stole the points in the closing minutes of the match. Finch had a 3-2 lead with 10 minutes remaining as Adam Callaghan, Ian Rose and Lee Thompson all netted, but the woodwork denied further goals for the home side on 2 occasions. Pat Selby of Wokingham stepped up to the plate and delivered all 3 points to the visitors after netting all 4 of the away goals. Final score 4-3 to Wokingham United. William Twigg Albion fielded a depleted side due to injury but were not shown any mercy by visitors Bagshot Road FC as they piled the pressure onto the home side. Mid way through the 2nd half the deadlock was broken as Colin Hutchins slotted home from close range as Bagshot took the lead. Within 10 minutes, the lead had doubled as Neil Gandolfi made sure of the points in this 2-0 win for the visitors. 

Division 1:
